SEUS ARREDORES, PARANA, BRASIL, COM NOTAS
TAXONOMICAS SOBRE HESPERIIDAE '

ABSTRACT. PAPILIONOIDEA AND HESPERIOIDEA (LEPIDOPTERA) FROM CURITIBA AND
VICINITY, PARANA, BRAZIL WITH TAXONOMIC NOTES ON HESPERIIDAE. A list of
butterflies from Curitiba and vicinity, Parand, Brazil is given. 486 species are listed.
The following are syn.n.: Phanes hoffimani Bell, 1940 of Phanis tavola Schaus, 1902;
Parphorus nemorus Bell, 1941 and Tigasis altona Evans, 1955 of Phlebodesfartuga
Schaus, 1902; Megistias gisparoides Hayward, 1934 of Megistias sancoya Schaus,
1902; Hesperia curassavica Snellen, 1887 of Hesperia clavus Erickson, 1848. The
following is a stat.n.: Vehilius almoneus vetus Mielke, 1969. The following are
comb.n.: Phanes tavola (Schaus, 1902); Parphorus fartuga (Schaus, 1902);
Cobalopsis sancoya (Schaus, 1902): Arita polistion (Schaus, 1902). The following
is sp.rev.: Arita polistion (Schaus, 1902).
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BIEZANKO (1938) foi o tinico autor até a presente data a publicar um artigo
sobre as borboletas ¢ mariposas de Curitiba e seus arredores, enumerando 25
espécies de lepiddpteros diurnos.

Ap6s esta publicagao, muitas coletas foram realizadas, principalmente por
Olaf H.H. Mielke, Mirna M. Casagrande e pelo préprio autor, possibilitando uma
complementagao e atualizagao desta relagdao, perfazendo um total de 486 espécies,
contribuindo assim para estudos biogeogréficos e de biodiversidade (LAMAS 1981;
BROWN JR. 1987; EMMEL & AUSTIN 1990; LAMAS er al. 1991; MIELKE &
CASAGRANDE 1992).

Das 25 espécies, anteriormente registradas, confirma-se 22. Phoebis
argante argante (Fabricius, 1775) provavelmente foi citada para as regides
préximas ao municipio de Araucdria, as quais ndo se incluem neste trabalho.
Hypoleria adasa (Hewitson, 1855) ndo foi encontrada; supde-se que Biezanko a
tenha confundido com outras espécies semelhantes que ocorrem nesta regiao. E,
finalmente, Protographium asius (Fabricius, 1781) (mencionado como Papilo
assius sic) € uma espécie tipica no Parand de locais com no mdximo 600m de
altitude e portanto, nao deve ocorrer na drea estudada.

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MATERIAL E METODOS

A regido de Curitiba e arredores estd situada entre 49°22° e 49°07°W e
25°18’ e 25°33’S. O clima, no sistema de Koeppen enquadra-se como Cfb, ou
detalhadamente, ¢ subtropical, imido mesotérmico, de ventos fracos e com
ocorréncia de geadas severas e frequentes, sem estagdo seca. A temperatura e a
pluviosidade média anual estao em torno de 16,5°C e 1450mm, respectivamente
(IPPUC 1991).

O relevo mostra-se levemente ondulado, com formagao de colinas, morros
baixos e terragos com altitude variando entre 850 ¢ 1000m (IPPUC 1991).

A vegetagao nativa foi drasticamente alterada pela agdo do homem através
de queimadas e devastagoes, sendo esta a razao pela qual inclui-se os arredores,
sendo estes lugares proximos aos limites da cidade nos municipios de Almirante
Tamandaré, Campo Largo, Colombo, Piraquara e So José dos Pinhais onde ainda
se encontra esta vegetagao. Embora a vegetagao tenha sofrido a a¢@o antrdpica, o
conjunto fitofisiondmico permanece o mesmo. Segundo KLEIN & HATSCHBACH
(1962) este conjunto pode ser dividido em cinco grupos: reflorestamentos de
bracatinga; campos naturais e eddficos, bem como capdes que se encontram entre
os mesmos; matas de galeria e pequenos niicleos de floresta nativa. Somente foram
coletados lepiddpteros nos campos, nos capoes, nas matas de galeria e nas pequenas
florestas.

Para fins de levantamento utilizou-se a colecdo do Departamento de
Zoologia da Universidade Federal do Parand e as cole¢des particulares de Olaf
H.H. Mielke e do autor.

Na identificagdo dos exemplares utilizou-se as obras de SEITZ (1924),
D’ABRERA (1981, 1984, 1987a,b ¢ 1988), BROWN JR. (1992) e as nas colegdes
mencionadas.
