Objective: to analyze the prevalence of respiratory diseases and diarrhea among recyclable material cooperative
workers in SZo Paulo City, Brazil, and associated factors. Methods: this was a cross-sectional study conducted
in three cooperatives, with data collected through structured interviews and measurement of environmental
fungal concentration; Poisson regression was used to estimate prevalence ratios (PR). Results: 156 individuals
were interviewed; the highest asthma, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD), and diarrhea prevalence
rates occurred in cooperatives with higher total fungal concentration; highest adjusted prevalence of asthma was
found in Cooperative A (PR=8.44 — 95%CI 1.09;65.37), and highest adjusted prevalence of diarrhea was found
in Cooperative C (PR=2.09 — 95%CI 1.11;3.94), compared to Cooperative B; the highest COPD prevalence was
found in smokers and former smokers (PR=8.66 — 95% CI 2.84;26.35). Conclusion: fungal control measures
must be adopted for disease prevention in recyclable material cooperatives.

Resumen

Objetivo: analizar la prevalencia de enfermedades respiratorias y diarrea en trabajadores de cooperativas de
materiales reciclables en Sdo Paulo, Brasil, y factores asociados. Métodos: estudio transversal en tres cooperativas,
con datos recopilados por entrevistas estructuradas y medicion de la concentracion fungica ambiental; se us6 la
regresion de Poisson para estimar las razones de prevalencia (RP). Resultados: 156 personas fueron entrevistadas;
la mayor prevalencia de asma, enfermedad pulmonar obstructiva crénica (EPOC) y diarrea se produjo en
cooperativas con la mayor concentracion flingica total; se observé una mayor prevalencia ajustada de asma en la
cooperativa A (RP=8,44 —1€95% 1,09;65,37) y diarrea en C (RP=2,09 —1C95% 1,11;3,94), en comparacién con
la cooperativa B; 1a mayor prevalencia de EPOC se observé en los fumadores y ex fumadores (RP=8,66 —1C95%
2,84;26,35). Conclusion: se deben adoptar medidas de control fiingica como prevencion de enfermedades en
cooperativas de materiales reciclables.

Resumen

Objetivos: identificar redes de colaboracion internacional para la vigilancia de anomalias congénitas, enumerar los
programas que las componen y comparar sus caracteristicas principales. Métodos: revision narrativa de la literatura
mediante buisqueda en la base de datos MEDLINE (a través de PubMed) vy sitios web, informes y documentos
oficiales. Resultados: se identificaron seis redes de colaboracion internacional para la vigilancia de anomalias
congénitas (ECLAMC, ICBDSR, EUROCAT, BINOCAR, SEAR-NBBD y ReLAMC), compuestas por 98 programas
presentes en 58 paises diferentes en todos los continentes, excepto en Africa; las principales caracteristicas con
respecto al tipo de vigilancia, cobertura y ubicacion se discutieron de manera comparativa. Conclusion: las
redes internacionales de colaboracién son actores importantes para la vigilancia de anomalias congénitas, que
contribuyen a la comprensi6n de su escenario epidemioldgico global, ademds de actuar tanto para fortalecer los
programas individuales existentes como para crear iniciativas de vigilancia en regiones hasta ahora sin asistencia.
